Before you begin:

e  Read all instructions carefully before beginning installation/assembly

e  Stainless steel hardware may bind together when tightening — apply the
supplied anti-seize assembly lubricant to the threads before installation.

e  Over tightening bolts can cause the hardware to break due to excessive force.
When tightening, be sure to apply only the recommended torque.

e Installation requires two or more people to install the roof rack on top of the
vehicle.

e Once installed, the maximum weight capacity of the roof rack is 200 Ibs per panel,
or 600Ibs evenly distributed. Please refer to the vehicle manufacturer’s
recommended maximum weight rating before operating the vehicle.

1. Using the associated carriage bolts and side rail
brackets, connect the front and rear side rails
together. Reference Figure 1 & Figure 2 for
more detail. Repeat for both driver and
passenger sides.

10. Insert the studded inserts into each side of your
track system in preparation of your roof rack as
shown in Figure 13. Slide them down the track
to the approximate mounting bracket locations.

11. Lift your rack onto the roof track system while
aligning the studded inserts to the mounting
brackets of the roof rack.

12. Apply anti-seize to all studs.
